Please advime customers that changing to & low
fender is not allowed.

When selling Paris-Dakar components through the parts
system, alsc advise purchasers that the engine spoiler is
not compatible with the low front fender eguipped on 1988
and 1989 models and should not be s0ld for this purpose.
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All Paris-Dakar engine spoiler kite sold through the parts
department will carry a label advising purchasers of the

incompatibility with the low front fender. If you have an
engine spoiler kit in your parts stock, please contact your
Technical Services Manager (at B00-642-9253), who will ship
you a Jabel to attach to it.
